Welcome and Introduction   
Meeting called to order at 10:03am.

Approve March Minutes
Kate Kroller motioned to accept the October minutes, and Suzi O’Byrne seconded. February minutes were approved unanimously.

QRB Applicant Approval, Erin Mcglenn
Erin Mcglenn shared the recent applicants who had been approved for historical recognition from the Qualification Review Board. 

She discussed that the King County QRB will continue accepting EOC positions for historical recognition through July 2026 so individuals can include World Cup experience in that application.

After July 2026, historical recognition will only be applicable for people who have transferred from elsewhere. 

Public Officials & Executives Presentation, Sunita Hall
The executive communication and public policy workgroup has worked to develop a presentation to provide an overview of how Emergency Management operates, reduce misunderstandings, and emphasize the importance of emergency management as a key partner in response. This PowerPoint can be tailored to individual jurisdictions and agencies for presentations to leadership members. 

The presentation begins with an overview of emergency management policies and continuity processes. It includes details on the county processes and the ability to add any local policies. The following slides discuss regional coordination considerations to include mutual aid agreements that are specific to King County, the declaration process at a county and state level for emergencies, and resource misconceptions. The slide deck also includes the “Continuum of Emergency Management” to help build the understanding that regardless of disaster response or recovery, preparedness efforts are always ongoing.

Introduction to the WSFC, Amber Torell
Amber Torell is the UASI east King County analyst at the Washington State Fusion Center. The Fusion Center includes a team of about 10 analysts, including 4 that cover the UASI area. Fusion Centers were created after 9/11 to help fuse agencies together to share and disseminate information to help fill gaps in the intelligence community. The Fusion Center priorities include terrorism, cybersecurity, organized crime, and related threats. Local agencies and federal partners alike are encouraged to participate in the intelligence program efforts with the Fusion Center. They also function as a conduit for locals to other federal agencies and contacts when needed.

The Fusion Center also has the FLO (Fusion Liaison Officer) program to train non law enforcement first responder partners. This helps them understand the terroristic threats in their communities and report possible threats up to the Fusion Center as intelligence. If you are interested in the FLO program, reach out to Amber to see if you qualify.

Amber has also recently undertaken large portions of FIFA intelligence gathering and dissemination. She runs the FIFA intel subcommittee every month and provides critical updates weekly via an intel list over email.

FIFA World Cup, Edan Edmonson
Thank you to everyone who attended the Symposium at the beginning of March where Edan presented on the KCOEM CONOPs. The 2026 FIFA World Cup will be the first time FIFA is international, spanning across 3 countries. Seattle will be renaming Lumen Field to Seattle Stadium. We expect to see Belgium, Australia, the U.S. Men’s team, Qatar, and Iran. There is no official statement from FIFA as to if Iran will be coming to the region due to the ongoing geopolitical conflicts. There will be two additional unknown team matches depending on who wins knockout rounds.

The KCOEM CONOPs is created to build a strategic framework for agencies and partners in King County on how to coordinate for disasters and ensure the approach is scalable depending on need. The scope of the CONOPs includes activities for blue sky and gray sky operations before, during, and after the tournament. This plan will be activated as soon as FIFA activity begins in Washington and until after everyone has left, not until after the final regional game has been played as fan activities are expected to continue after all Washington matches are completed. The plan will be integrated with other jurisdiction CONOPs including the City of Seattle and the State’s. All King County jurisdictions creating CONOPs will also be integrated into the KCOEM CONOP to help show how jurisdictional plans roll up. Importantly, a CONOP is not a tactical plan, nor  is it a substitute for other local plans or agency specific plans. CONOPs are broad and not prescriptive.
